No.VPM. 2016/CR-166/PR.4(22).— The following draft of rules further to amend the Maharashtra Village
Panchayats Taxes and Fees Rules, 1960, which the Government of Maharashtra proposes to make in exercise of
the powers conferred by clause (xxvi) of sub-section (2) of section 176 of the Maharashtra Village Panchayats Act
(111 of 1959), and of all other powers enabling it in this behalf, is hereby published as required by sub-section (4)
of section 176 of the said Act, for the information of all persons likely to be affected thereby; and notice is hereby
given that the said draft will be taken into consideration by the Government of Maharashtra on or after the
14th day of December, 2019.

2. Any objections or suggestions which may be received by the Chief Executive Officer, Zilla Parishad in
concerned District, from any person with respect to the said draft before the aforesaid date will be considered by
the Government.
